It's fun to take a photo and go though
the filters on your photo editor (or plug-ins that
you've bought or found on the Internet). It's usually a
hit and miss, mostly misses, but you come up with
something good every so often.

| have favorite filters that | try first on a new
photo. Posterize was an early favorite. I've got sev-
eral different kinds of Solarization filters that | use a
lot. On any filters, try changing the hues/saturation or
try turning to b&w. Try a brown tone for an old look.
Ever try blending layers? Take a photo, make a du-
plicate layer & change the top layer. Then change
the blending modes. If you like magazines with lots
of techniques, try “Digital Photo.” It's from England
and | find it at Barnes and Noble. It even comes with
a CD with videos of all the techniques shown in that
issue.

The trick is to match the right filter or technique to
the right photograph. Sometimes you can come up
with 2 or 3 good possibilities in an evening or you
can go for weeks without anything worth keeping.

Have you checked out the links page on the N4C
web site? Ken has all kinds of places to look for new
techniques and ideas.

Don't forget to work (or start) on your photo es-
say.

Make sure you save the last weekend in April for
Springbrook. It's a great weekend of photography
and fun.

Some Tips to Keep in Mind

o Keep the camera handy. You can't take a picture
if you don’t have a camera. Also, have plenty of

film for the same reason.

e Hold the camera steady. If you can't, brace your-

self or use a tripod.

e Keep the camera level.

e Move in close to the subject and fill the frame with
it. Usually it is more interesting if the subject is
active and doing something.

o Keep the photograph as simple as possible. An
uncluttered background helps the viewer stay fo-
cused on your main center of interest.

e Try to tell a story with your picture.

e Foreground objects give depth to a picture. Use
trees, flowers, or people for example to give di-

mension to the shot.

e Most people pictures work best if kept at their eye
level. For kids, get down to their level.

e Panning or following your subject with the camera
is a creative technique for action.

e Action is easier to stop if it is moving toward or

away from the camera.

That is when | joined—a step
as important as the camera selection to improving my
photography. | moved to Ankenny, IA, in 2005,
and now | also am a member of the Des Moines Cam-
era Club. It was a natural transition because | had
already made many friends through N4C. In my retire-
ment as a mechanical engineer, | am fascinated with
all aspects of digital photography. The N4C objective
established 50 years ago for the “advancement of its
members in the knowledge and practice of the science
and art of photography” is just as relevant today. Digi-
tal technology initiated a revival of photography with
interest and education opportunities abounding for
clubs and N4C.
